Healthy smiles at King's way

(S MY CHILD'S BITE RIGHT? It's not always easy to tell when your child has an orthodontic problem.

Awn unbalanced factal appearance Protruding teeth
Difficulty in chewing or biting Thumb-sucking
Grinding or clenching of the teeth Breathing through the wmouth

Crowded, misplaced or blocked-out teeth  Early or Late loss of baby teeth
_Jaws that are too far forward or back
Biting the cheek or biting tnto the roof of the mouth

Upper § lower teeth that don't meet, or meet tn an abnormal way
